RW 11 Desa Cibiru Wetan Kecamatan Cileunyi, Kabupaten Bandung) 

Fenomena penyalahgunaan narkoba pada anak, khususnya kasus balita positif 

narkoba, menjadi isu serius yang menuntut perhatian orang tua. Pemberitaan media, 

seperti tayangan berita kriminal di CNN Indonesia, berpotensi memengaruhi cara 

orang tua memproses informasi dan membentuk sikap protektif. 

Penelitian ini bertujuan menganalisis pengaruh terpaan tayangan berita kriminal 

balita positif narkoba terhadap pembentukan sikap proteksi orang tua. Fokus 

diarahkan pada sejauh mana tayangan tersebut mendorong peningkatan 

kewaspadaan dan tindakan proteksi terhadap anak balita di lingkungan keluarga. 

Analisis dalam penelitian ini didasarkan pada teori Elaboration Likelihood Model 

(ELM) yang dikembangkan oleh Petty dan Cacioppo (1986). Teori ini menjelaskan 

proses persuasi melalui jalur sentral dan periferal yang relevan untuk mengkaji 

bagaimana pesan yang memiliki relevansi pribadi tinggi dapat memicu perubahan 

sikap.  

Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif dengan desain kuasi-

eksperimental jenis nonequivalent control group. Subjek penelitian adalah orang 

tua di RW 11 Desa Cibiru Wetan, yang dibagi menjadi kelompok eksperimen dan 

kelompok kontrol. Data dikumpulkan menggunakan kuesioner yang telah teruji 

validitas dan reliabilitasnya, kemudian dianalisis menggunakan uji Mann-Whitney 

U untuk mengidentifikasi perbedaan signifikan. 

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa terpaan berita memiliki pengaruh signifikan 

terhadap peningkatan sikap protektif orang tua, dibuktikan dengan nilai signifikansi 

(p-value) 0.000 (< 0,05). Peningkatan ini terlihat dari skor rata-rata variabel X 

(pemahaman berita) yang mencapai 4,08 pada kelompok eksperimen 

(dibandingkan 2,85 pada kelompok kontrol), serta skor rata-rata variabel Y (sikap 

proteksi) yang meningkat menjadi 4,28 (dibandingkan 3,22 pada kelompok 

kontrol). Penolakan Hipotesis Nol (H₀) membuktikan bahwa paparan berita 

mendorong pemrosesan yang lebih mendalam melalui jalur sentral ELM, yang pada 

akhirnya meningkatkan kesadaran, kewaspadaan, dan tindakan pencegahan nyata 

terhadap potensi bahaya narkoba pada anak.

Narcotics on CNN Indonesia toward Parents’ Protective Attitudes: A Quasi-

Experimental Study in RW 11, Cibiru Wetan Village, Cileunyi District, Bandung 

Regency. 

The phenomenon of drug abuse in children, particularly cases involving toddlers 

with positive drug tests, is a serious issue that demands parental attention. Media 

coverage, such as the criminal news broadcasts on CNN Indonesia, has the 

potential to influence how parents process information and form protective 

attitudes. 

This study aims to analyze the influence of exposure to criminal news broadcasts 

about toddlers with positive drug tests on the formation of parental protective 

attitudes. The focus is directed at the extent to which these broadcasts foster an 

increase in vigilance and protective actions among parents of toddlers within the 

family environment. 

The analysis in this study is based on the Elaboration Likelihood Model (ELM) 

developed by Petty and Cacioppo (1986). This theory explains the process of 

persuasion through central and peripheral routes, which are relevant for examining 

how messages with high personal relevance can trigger a change in attitude.  

This research uses a quantitative approach with a nonequivalent control group 

quasi-experimental design. The research subjects are parents in RW 11, Cibiru 

Wetan Village, who are divided into an experimental group and a control group. 

Data was collected using a questionnaire that had been tested for validity and 

reliability, and then analyzed using the Mann-Whitney U test to identify any 

significant differences. 

The results of the study show that news exposure has a significant influence on the 

increase in parental protective attitudes, as evidenced by a p-value of 0.000 (< 

0.05). This increase is seen in the average score of variable X (news 

comprehension), which reached 4.08 in the experimental group (compared to 2.85 

in the control group), as well as the average score of variable Y (protective attitude), 

which increased to 4.28 (compared to 3.22 in the control group). The rejection of 

the Null Hypothesis (H₀) proves that news exposure encourages a deeper processing 

through the ELM's central route, which ultimately increases awareness, vigilance, 

and tangible preventive actions against the potential danger of drugs in children.
