ABSTRAK

Pada Media Antaranews.con (Studi Deskriptif pada Pegiat Pers Mahasiswa
Jurnalistik UIN SGD Bandung Angkatan 2021)

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan persepsi pegiat pers
mahasiswa jurnalistik UIN Sunan Gunung Djati Bandung angkatan 2021 terhadap
penerapan jurnalisme damai dalam pemberitaan media Antaranews.com.
Jurnalisme damai merupakan pendekatan peliputan konflik yang menekankan
pentingnya penyajian informasi secara konstruktif, adil, dan solutif, serta
menghindari penggunaan narasi provokatif yang dapat memperkeruh situasi
sosial. Antaranews.com sebagai kantor berita nasional yang dikelola oleh
pemerintah menjadi menarik untuk diteliti karena secara eksplisit menggunakan
tagar  “#jurnalismedamai” dalam sejumlah berita online-nya, Yyang
mengindikasikan upaya penerapan prinsip-prinsip jurnalisme damai dalam praktik
pemberitaan mereka.

Teori persepsi digunakan sebagai landasan untuk mengidentifikasi dan
memahami proses organisasi serta pemaknaan yang dilakukan mahasiswa
terhadap isi pemberitaan bertema jurnalisme damai.

Penelitian ini  menggunakan paradigma konstruktivisme dengan
pendekatan kualitatif model deskriptif. Data dikumpulkan melalui teknik
wawancara mendalam terhadap lima informan yang merupakan pegiat pers
mahasiswa aktif, observasi partisipatif terhadap aktivitas jurnalistik mereka di
lingkungan kampus, serta analisis dokumen terhadap konten berita
Antaranews.com.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa pegiat pers mahasiswa cenderung
memiliki perhatian positif terhadap pemberitaan damai Antaranews.com yang
dinilai netral, tidak provokatif, dan solutif. Mereka memaknai jurnalisme damai
sebagai pendekatan penting dalam menjassga stabilitas sosial dan keberagaman,
meskipun masih mengkritisi kurangnya kedalaman berita serta minimnya suara
korban konflik.
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ABSTRACT

This study aims to describe the perceptions of student journalists from the
Journalism Department of UIN Sunan Gunung Djati Bandung, Class of 2021,
regarding the application of peace journalism in the reporting of
Antaranews.com. Peace journalism is an approach to conflict reporting that
emphasizes the importance of presenting information in a constructive, fair, and
solution-oriented manner, while avoiding the use of provocative narratives that
could exacerbate social tensions. Antaranews.com, as a national news agency
managed by the government, is an interesting subject for research because it
explicitly uses the hashtag “Hjurnalismedamai” in a number of its online news
articles, indicating an effort to apply the principles of peace journalism in their
reporting practices.

Perception theory is used as a foundation to identify and understand the
processes of attention, organization, and interpretation carried out by students
toward news content themed around peace journalism.

This study employs a constructivist paradigm with a qualitative descriptive
approach. Data was collected through in-depth interviews with five informants
who are active student press activists, participatory observation of their
journalistic activities on campus, and document analysis of Antaranews.com news
content.

The results of the study show that student press activists tend to have a
positive attitude toward Antaranews.com's peaceful news coverage, which is
considered neutral, non-provocative, and solution-oriented. They perceive peace
journalism as an important approach in maintaining social stability and diversity,
although they still criticize the lack of depth in the news and the limited voices of
conflict victims.
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
