Penelitian ini mengkaji ulang konsep musafir dan pelaksanaan shalat gashar dalam
konteks geografik dan sosiologi negara kota (capital city) Singapura, yang memiliki
luas wilayah hanya 728,6 km? dan prasana pengangkutan modern. Kriteria klasik
musafir, seperti jarak empat barid (+88,704 km), menjadi kesamaran dalam konteks
urban Singapura, di mana perjalanan domestik jarang memenuhi syarat safar
menurut mazhab Syafi’i yang dominan di kalangan Muslim Melayu. Penelitian ini
bertujuan untuk: (1) menganalisis makna dan implikasi hukum hadis-hadis Nabi
tentang musafir dan shalat gashar menurut ulama klasik dan kontemporari, (2)
menilai kesan realiti geografik, demografik, dan corak mobiliti masyarakat Muslim
Singapura terhadap penerapan konsep musafir,(3) mengungkap respons dan praktik
keberagamaan masyarakat dalam menghadapi kebingungan hukum, serta (4)
merumuskan kriteria musafir yang kontekstual dan praktik. Menggunakan
pendekatan kualitatif dengan metode studi hadis tematik (maudht’l) dan
hermeneutika kontekstual, penelitian ini menghabungkan analisis teks hadis,
observasi di lapangan dan tinjauan. Data dikumpulkan dari kitab hadis mu’tabarah,
dokumen rasmi pemerintah, dan informan kunci seperti ulama, ahli akademik, dan
masyarakat Muslim Singapura. Temuan awal menunjukkan bahawa kriteria jarak
mutlak kurang relevan di era globalisasi, dan masyarakat Muslim Singapura
menghadapi kebingungan dalam menentukan status musafir. Oleh kerana itu,
penelitian ini mengusulkan redefinisi musafir berdasarkan lima indikator: jarak
relatif, waktu perjalanan, tujuan dan kekerapan perjalanan, kesan terhadap rutin
ibadah, dan persepsi psikologi. Hasil penelitian menyumbang kepada
pengembangan figh al-waqi’ yang responsif terhadap konteks urban modern,
memberikan panduan praktik bagi masyarakat Muslim Singapura, dan memperkuat
keharmonian keagamaan dalam masyarakat multikultural. Penelitian ini juga
menawarkan model metodologi untuk reinterpretasi hukum Islam di wilayah
dengan karakteristik geografik unik, relevan bagi masyarakat Muslim global,
khususnya Muslim minoriti di negara kota.

ABSTRACT

This study reexamines the concept of musafir (traveler) and the practice of shalat
gashar (shortened prayer) in the geographical and sociological context of
Singapore, a city-state with an area of only 728.6 km? and advanced transportation
infrastructure. The classical criteria for musafir, such as the distance of four barid
(approximately 88.704 km), pose ambiguity in Singapore’s urban setting, where
domestic travel rarely meets the safar threshold according to the Shafi’i school,
predominant among Malay Muslims. The research aims to: (1) analyze the meaning
and legal implications of the Prophet’s hadiths on musafir and shalat gashar from
classical and contemporary scholarly perspectives, (2) evaluate the impact of
Singapore’s geographical, demographic, and mobility patterns on the application
of the musafir concept during 2020-2025, (3) explore the responses and religious
practices of Singapore’s Muslim community in addressing legal ambiguities, and
(4) formulate contextual and applicable musafir criteria. Employing a qualitative
approach with thematic hadith analysis (maudhii’i) and contextual hermeneutics,
the study integrates textual analysis of hadiths, field observations and surveys. Data
were collected from authoritative hadith collections, official government
documents, and key informants, including scholars, academics, and Singapore’s
Muslim community. Preliminary findings indicate that mutlake distance criteria are
less relevant in the globalization era, and Singapore’s Muslims face confusion in
determining musafir status. Consequently, the study proposes redefining musafir
based on five indicators: relative distance, travel duration, purpose and frequency
of travel, impact on religious routines, and psychological perception. The research
contributes to the development of figh al-waqi’ (contextual jurisprudence)
responsive to modern urban settings, offering practical guidance for Singapore’s
Muslim community and fostering religious harmony in a multicultural society. It
also provides a methodological model for reinterpreting Islamic law in regions with
unique geographical characteristics, relevant to global Muslim communities,
particularly minorities in city-states.
