Penelitian ini mengkaji konsep birrul walidain (berbakti kepada orang tua) dalam
hadits Nabi Muhammad SAW dan implementasinya dalam perawatan lansia di era
modern, dengan studi kasus di Singapura. Menggunakan pendekatan mixed
methods yang mengintegrasikan analisis hadits dan gerontologi sosial, penelitian
ini bertujuan: (1) menganalisis landasan teologis birrul walidain dalam hadits, (2)
mengidentifikasi tantangan implementasi di masyarakat modern, (3) mengevaluasi
sinergi keluarga dan kebijakan negara di Singapura, dan (4) merumuskan model
perawatan lansia holistik berbasis nilai Islam. Temuan menunjukkan bahwa birrul
walidain mengandung prinsip universal yang relevan untuk mengatasi tantangan
penuaan populasi, seperti isolasi sosial dan kesepian lansia. Di Singapura,
kombinasi nilai filial piety, kebijakan seperti Maintenance of Parents Act, dan
program seperti Silver Support Scheme mendukung perawatan lansia yang efektif.
Penelitian ini mengusulkan model perawatan integratif yang mencakup dimensi
fisik, psikologis, sosial, dan spiritual, serta merekomendasikan penguatan
pendidikan nilai birrul walidain melalui kurikulum holistik dan kampanye publik
untuk meningkatkan kesejahteraan lansia dan kohesi keluarga.

This study examines the concept of birrul walidain (devotion to parents) in the
hadiths of Prophet Muhammad SAW and its implementation in elderly care in the
modern era, with a case study in Singapore. Employing a mixed methods approach
that integrates hadith analysis and social gerontology, this research aims to: (1)
analyze the theological foundation of birrul walidain in hadiths, (2) identify
challenges in its implementation in modern society, (3) evaluate the synergy
between family roles and state policies in Singapore, and (4) formulate a holistic
elderly care model based on Islamic values. Findings reveal that birrul walidain
contains universal principles relevant to addressing aging population challenges,
such as social isolation and loneliness among the elderly. In Singapore, the
combination of filial piety values, policies like the Maintenance of Parents Act, and
programs such as the Silver Support Scheme supports effective elderly care. This
study proposes an integrative care model encompassing physical, psychological,
social, and spiritual dimensions, and recommends strengthening birrul walidain
education through holistic curricula and public campaigns to enhance elderly well-
being and family cohesion.
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
