The founding and the discussion occurred that the plot projection is
exposing general form of interest, in falling action is the project of enchantment,
the conflict is the project of narrative struggle, the climax is deconstruction
project, falling action is dedicated for reconstruction, and last resolution is
justified as the overcome and resolve projection. The type of religious issue which
found is all kind of religious issue such as belief, knowledge, practice, feeling,
and experience in the context of Islam.
