Kata Thagha serta derivasinya dalam Al-Qur’an disebutkan sebanyak 39 kali dalam 39
ayat. Secara makna dasarnya kata thagha serta derivasinya ulama Lughah menulis tentang
lafadz ini dengan bermacam-macam makna yaitu melampaui batas, sombong, berlebihan,
pembangkang. Adapun makna relasionalnya kata thagha serta derivasinya dengan bermacam-
macam makna yaitu melampaui batas dalam segi: Akidah, Hukum, Ibadah, Akhlak, Gerak
fisik, Air, Sikap, Penilaian, dan Keadaan alam. Kata / tada serta derivasinya dalam Al-Qur’an
disebutkan sebanyak 39 kali. Secara makna dasarnya kata I’tada serta derivasinya yaitu
menolak, melawan, menahan, menentang, bertahan, tahan, membalas, menjawab, bertempur,
berjuang, memperselisihkan, membantahi, membandingkan, memberi perlawanan,
mengikutsertakan, melaksanakan, menjatuhkan penunggangnya, melompat-lompat tinggi,
berusaha sungguh-sungguh, memberontak, membangkang, membangkangi, bersaing,
berpendapat, berbantah, bertengkar, menjijikkan, memuakkan, memualkan, membendung.
Adapun makna relasionalnya kata thagha serta derivasinya dengan bermacam-macam makna
yaitu melampaui batas dalam segi: Had, Berperang, Waktu, Hukum, Sikap, Waktu, Akhlak,

berdo’a dan Penyembelihan.

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ABSTRACT

The word Thagha and the word I'tada and their derivations are any behavior that is
contrary to the values of Islamic teachings both in terms of agidah, worship and tasawwuf.
Some values that are contrary to Islamic teachings are termed the words Thagha and the word
I'tada with their various derivations.

The purpose of this research is to find out the basic and relational meanings of the
words Thagha and I'tada and their derivations, because in the words Thagha and I'tada, even
though the words are the same, they have different meanings.

The approach in this study is a qualitative approach, namely research that emphasizes
more on observing phenomena and examining more into the substance of the meaning of these
phenomena. qualitative research is on the process and the meaning of the results, using the
Toshihiko Izutsu semantic method.

The word Thagha and its derivations in the Qur'an are mentioned 39 times in 39
verses. In terms of the basic meaning of the word thagha and its derivation, Ulama Lughah
wrote about this lafadz with various meanings, namely transgression, arrogance, exaggeration,
disobedience. As for the relational meaning of the word thagha and its derivations with various
meanings, namely transgressing limits in terms of: Faith, Law, Worship, Morals, Physical
Movement, Water, Attitude, Judgment, and Natural Conditions. The word I'tada and its
derivations in the Qur'an are mentioned 39 times. In its basic meaning, the word I'tada and its
derivations are refusing, resisting, withholding, resisting, enduring, resisting, replying,
answering, fighting, struggling, disputing, arguing, comparing, giving resistance, engaging,
carrying out, dropping the rider, jumping high , try hard, rebel, rebel, rebel, compete, argue,
argue, fight, disgust, disgust, disgust, contain. As for the relational meaning of the word thagha
and its derivations with various meanings, namely transgressing limits in terms of: Had,

Fighting, Time, Law, Attitude, Time, Morals, praying and Slaughter.
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
